Fence Required
Swimming pools must be enclosed with a 
fence (or similar barrier) in accordance with 
the following requirements:
• A minimum height of 5 ft (1.5 m)
• No openings other than a door or gate
• A gate must be self-closing, be at least 5

ft (1.5 m) high, and lockable
• If a chain link fence is used, the mesh 

size must not exceed 2 in (50 mm) and 
the wire must be at least 11 gauge

• The outside of the fence must not
provide foot or toe holds to discourage
children from climbing over it

• A child must not be able to crawl
underneath the fence or gate

Location of Pools
As shown in Figure 2, pools may be located 
in a rear or side yard at least 5 ft (1.5 m) from 
any property line. 

Hot Tubs
A fence is not required for a hot tub if:
• It does not exceed 7.9 ft (2.4 m) in

diameter or 50 ft2 (4.65m2) in total surface
area

• It has a cover that, when closed, can
support the weight of an adult and is
lockable. The cover must be locked
when use is not under adult supervision

A lockable cover is required for any hot tub 
with a depth of 2 ft (0.6 m) or more.

Minimum Gate &  
Enclosure Height 

5 ft (1.5 m) Children must not be 
able to crawl under the 
enclosure.
